1. Student-Level Support Activities

 Academic Tracking: Students can access real-time data regarding their attendance 

percentages, internal assessment marks, and cumulative grades (GPA/CGPA). 

 Course Management: Digital registration for elective subjects, access to uploaded 

course materials (lesson plans, notes), and submission of assignments through a 

Learning Management System (LMS) module. 

 Financial Services: Online fee payment gateways, history of paid dues, and the 

ability to download automated receipts and "No Dues" certificates. 

 Communication Hub: Receiving automated alerts via SMS or app notifications 

regarding exam schedules, holiday announcements, and placement opportunities. 

2. Faculty-Level Support Activities 

For faculty, the ERP functions as a productivity tool that automates repetitive tasks and 

provides data-driven insights into student performance. 

 Automated Attendance & Grading: Instant logging of daily attendance and the 

ability to upload marks which automatically calculate internal averages, saving hours 

of manual computation. 

 Content Delivery: A centralized repository to share digital resources, videos, and e-

books directly with specific batches or departments. 

 Mentorship & Proctoring: Access to a holistic 360-degree view of a student's 

profile—including past academic records and behavioral notes—to provide better 

counseling. 

 Administrative Efficiency: Digital processing of leave applications, appraisal 

submissions, and generating automated reports for departmental meetings or 

accreditation audits.
